Travel to YHA Langdon Beck: Quick Ref.

Location:  A remote location in Upper Teesdale within the North Pennines Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  OS orange map OL31 pink map 91 and 92 GR 860305.

Rail:  Darlington 32m.  On East Coast main line.  From London King’s Cross roughly hourly. Also from Edinburgh and Glasgow.  Comprehensive service from Newcastle.  On cross country network centred on Birmingham New Street, with direct trains from Scotland, the South West and the South Coast.  Direct trains also from Manchester and Leeds.  Then Bus…

Bus:  From Darlington, Arriva 75/76.  M-Sa every 30 minutes as far as Barnard Castle, hourly through to Middleton-in-Teesdale.  Last bus with connection to Langdon Beck 1456.  Su no connections.  From Middleton-in Teesdale, Upper Teesdale Bus Link 73.  M-Sa 3 journeys.  Last bus 1630.        

Cycle:  NCR 7 C2C at Garrigill 12m.

Walk:  Bus stops at hostel gate.  Pennine Way National Trail 0.5m 10 mins.    

You need to know:  Through bus tickets available Darlington - Middleton-in-Teesdale.  Bus changes number to 96/96 at Barnard Castle.  Virgin Value tickets may be available to Darlington.  Bus departs only from next to public toilets in Middleton-in-Teesdale despite timetables saying otherwise at other stops.  Look for a minibus with ‘Upper Teesdale Bus Link’ written on it.  No Sunday buses to Langdon Beck.

Walk

Located at grid reference 860305 on Ordnance Survey Explorer (orange) map OL31 and Landranger (pink) maps 91 and 92.  A remote location in Upper Teesdale within the North Pennines Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  Pennine Way National Trail 0.5m 10 minutes.  The first national trail, this 241 mile route flows the spine of the country from Edale in the Peak District to Kirk Yetholm in the Scottish Borders    

Cycle

NCR 7 C2C at Garrigill 12m.

Bus

From Middleton-in Teesdale, Upper Teesdale Bus Link 73.  Monday to Saturday 3 journeys.  Last bus 1630.  Wednesday 2 earlier journeys through from Barnard Castle.  Sunday no service. 

Rail

Darlington 32m.  On East Coast main line.  From London Great North Eastern Railway (GNER) roughly hourly. From Edinburgh and Glasgow also GNER.  Comprehensive service from Newcastle.  On Virgin Trains Cross Country network, with direct trains from Scotland, Birmingham, the South West and the South Coast.  Transpennine Express from Manchester and Leeds.  Northern Trains from Sunderland, Hartlepool, Middlesborough and Saltburn.

Rail/Bus/Walk

In Darlington buses for Middleton-in-Teesdale depart from the Market Place.  This is a 0.5m 10 minute walk.  Exit the rail station along the access road past the taxi rank.  Turn left at the bottom into Parkgate.  Continue roughly straight on across the ring-road over the blue bridge into Stonebridge and into the town centre.  From Darlington, Arriva 75/76.  Monday to Saturday every 30 minutes.  Last bus with connection to Langdon Beck 1456.  Sunday no connections.  Look for ‘75/76 Barnard Castle’.  On the bus ask for a through fare to ‘Middleton-in-Teesdale’. Hourly, buses run straight through to Middleton-in Teesdale, changing their number to 95/96 at Barnard Castle.  Journey time approx. 70 minutes.  Get off the bus at the main stop in Middleton-in-Teesdale, near a war memorial.  Alternate buses from Darlington only run as far as Barnard Castle, which is, however, certainly worth stopping off in.  Journey time to Barnard Castle 45 minutes.  Get off the bus at the main stop, Galgate, in the centre of Barnard Castle.  Buses to Middleton-in-Teesdale depart from the same stop.  Look for Arriva ‘95/96 Middleton-in-Teesdale’.  On the bus show your through ticket.  Journey time approx. 30 minutes.  Get off the bus at the main stop in Middleton-in-Teesdale, near a war memorial.    

In Middleton in Teesdale, buses for Langdon Beck depart from next to the public toilets.  Note that other stops currently have the timetable displayed and state that the bus departs from these, but this is not the case.  Look for a minibus with ‘Upper Teesdale Bus Link’ written on it.  Note no route number is displayed.  On the bus ask for ‘Langdon Beck Youth Hostel’.  Journey time 16 minutes.  The bus will drop you at the hostel gate.  
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
