London is joining the ever-increasing number of cities 
offering public cycle hire schemes. From July 30, the cycle 
sharing scheme will offer 10,200 docking posts at 400 
locations across central London close to many of the city's 
major attractions, business and shopping areas. Similar to 
the successful Velib scheme in Paris, London's cycle hire 
scheme will work on a self-service basis and will be 
available 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. Cyclists pay an 
access fee (£1 for 24 hours, £5 for a week, or an annual
